Everyone has lost a tooth.  Think about a time you lost a tooth.  What did the tooth 
fairy bring?  Did it hurt when it came out?  Describe your experience.

Do you remember the worst haircut you ever had?  Who cut your hair, and what were 
you thinking?  What did your friends say?  Write about your horrible haircut 
experience.

Halloween costumes are so fun, but many of them are very scary.  What was the 
best Halloween costume you ever had?  Describe it.

Think of your favorite food to eat.  Who cooks it for you?  When did you first have it?  
Describe itsʼ luscious smell and taste.  Write a paragraph describing your favorite 
food.  Be sure to create a vivid image with your words.

What do you love to do?  Think of one thing that you would do all day if you could.  
Web your reasons why and write about it.

There are many disgusting smells, but what do you think is the worst one, from a 
dogʼs point of view?  Imagine you are a dog and write about what smells so bad, 
even you wonʼt eat it!

There are many types of storms:  thunderstorms, hurricanes, snow storms, tornados, 
hail storms, and others.  Choose one type of storm you have experienced and 
describe it.

You are the new principal of the school and want to improve the playground.  What is 
the one new thing you would buy and why?

Every season is beautiful in some way.  Think about your favorite season, what it 
looks like, feels like, and what special things happen in it.  Write a descriptive 
paragraph about your favorite season.

Where do you like to go to be alone?  What makes it so special?  Describe your 
special place.
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Imagine you could meet any celebrity you choose.  Think of three questions you 
would ask him or her, and explain why these questions are important to you.

If you could change one thing about you, what would it be?  List three reasons why 
you would change it.

Everyone has a favorite song.  Name your favorite and describe why you love it.

You are a pumpkin in a pumpkin patch, and the farmerʼs wife is coming to pick you 
for a pumpkin pie!  Write a persuasive letter to the farmer explaining why you need to 
be left alone in the patch and not baked into a pie.

We all get angry sometimes.  Some people yell, other people find somewhere quiet 
to go and cry.  Think about what you do when you get angry.  Describe it.

Imagine you have a new friend in town.  Your friend wants to know three things to do 
for fun.  What would you say?  Describe your response to your friend.

Imagine a life with no books, magazines, or newspapers.  In fact, imagine a life with 
no reading.  It would be terrible!  Explain why it is so important to learn how to read.

You are a mad scientist who has built a time machine that actually works, except you 
only get to use it one time.  Think carefully - what time in the future or the past would 
you go to, and why?

Think of one book that you have really enjoyed reading or listening to.  It can be from 
when you were very little, to one you just finished.  Describe three reasons why you 
loved the book.

What do you think is different about your life right now than when your parents were 
growing up?  Describe three things you think are really different and explain how it 
has made your life better or worse.

Everyone likes junk food, but sometimes we eat too much of it.  You, however, think 
we should be able to eat all we want.  Write a letter to your family doctor explaining 
why you feel junk food is not only nutritious, but is all you will be eating from now on.

Would you like to be the teacher for a day?  Describe what you would do and how it 
would change the school.

Look down at your shoes.  If they could talk, what would your shoes say to you?  
Write it.

Do you think you ought to get a bigger allowance?  Write a letter to your parents 
explaining why they should fork over the dough.
